Mariah will work with 

MasTech to build vertical 

axis turbines (VATs) 

called the Windspire.

Windspire at the Michigan 

Energy Fair at the 

Manistee County 

Fairgrounds in June 2008. 

The working model 

wowed the crowds as it 

never quit spinning all 

weekend. Mariah currently 

has orders for this new 

technology.  

The Windspire stands 30 

foot tall and operates 

three sets of airfoils which 

catch wind and rotate 

around a vertical axis. The 

Windspire turns a 20-foot 

tall rotor that generates 

electricity, and an inverter 

converts electricity from 

direct current to 

alternating current for 

residential or commercial 

use.  

The manufacturer, 

MasTech, is purchasing 

equipment and gearing up 

for a January 2009 

production start.

City Who is Bill  McKibben and 
what is the 350.org 

campaign that visited 
Traverse City in Sept 

2008?  

350 PPM (parts per 

million) is the number that 

leading scientists say is 

the safe upper limit for 

carbon dioxide (CO2) 

measured in parts per 

million in our atmosphere.  

Our atmosphere is 

currently measured at 385 

PPM. Up until the start of 

the industrial revolution, 

before we started burning 

coal and gas and oil to 

produce energy and 

goods our atmosphere 

contained about 275 PPM 

of CO2. 

What is the effect of CO2 

levels that are higher than 

the safe level? Among the 

effects we’re seeing are 

glaciers melting which will 

reduce available drinking 

water, mosquitoes 

spreading to new places 

and spreading diseases in 

their travels, drought has 

become more common 

and makes food harder to 

grow.  

So what is McKibben’s 

message?  

350.org – check it out 

It is a tough but not 

impossible task to stop 

taking carbon out of the 

ground and into the air. 

We need to stop burning 

coal and start using solar, 

wind and other sources of 

renewable energy.

Consider installing a solar Roof Collector 

hot water heating system. Federal income tax credits were just increased to up to $4000 for 

solar installations. 

 Watch your lighting. TOO many families leave lights on for no reason at all. Think about each light 

left on. I urge you to also purchase CFL (compact florescent lighting.) CFL lighting can save you 

$10 a month or more on your electric bill.  

 Make energy conservation a game and see how much you can reduce your heating and electric 

bills before you get uncomfortable. Tell your kids you will split the savings with them.
