and will make you feel more
comfortable.

Replace single pane
windows. Not only are they
inefficient, but worn and dirty
windows can be unsightly as
well. Replacing them with
energy-efficient windows is a
major investment, but in colder
climates, the heating savings
can be considerable.

Make energy conservation a
game and see how much you
can reduce your heating and
electric bills before you get
uncomfortable.
