Net metering with Consumers Energy… 
 

 
Since July of 2008 I have been a net 
metering customer of Consumers 
Energy.  In August of 2009 I received 
a letter from CE.   They stated 
starting in September 2009 I would 
only need to read the bi-directional 
meter registers (3) & (14).   
In October I received my first bill 
with the new billing procedure.  My 
usage went from 4 KWHõs to 349 
KWHõs.  I contacted CE.  They 
discovered that once the meter 
readers began reading, I was being 
direct billed like CE customers who 
donõt have renewable energy and 
are not net metering.   
I was being billed for electricity I 
consumed and but also energy I  
generated.   
I contacted CE they did correct the 
problem.  It took their IT folks 
awhile.  I asked if I was the only 
customer that was affected.  I was 
told I was the only one.   
My September, October, and 
November bills have all been 
incorrect when I receive them.  I 
have contacted the Net metering 
folks.  They do an adjusted bill and 
send me my corrected bill.  They 
are working on the solution to get 
this net metering billing procedure 
corrected.  Mean while I am going 
back to reading the meter and 
sending in my readings.  Keep a 
close eye on your bill if it takes an 
uncharacteristic jump donõt be 
afraid to contact Consumers Energy.
